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Social 8’s Tournament
Guidelines
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We rarely have issues at games, and to keep our games clean and enjoyable for everyone we've outlined below what's acceptable & what's not. It's all common sense!

Please note that the game of football (soccer) has risks associated with it and you are fully responsible for looking after yourself and each other. These games are social and are not led by qualified officials. 
Health

Please consult your doctor if you're unsure whether you're fit enough to be taking part in these sports, as even a sociable beginner game can be demanding. Please be aware that you are responsible for warming up before playing and cooling down & stretching afterwards.
Behaviour

All games are to be friendly and not taken seriously, so please don't charge at each other and avoid aggressive behaviour. If you're looking for a hard, competitive league to let your aggression out or to show off then this tournament is not for you. All of our players must be able to play in safety. Inconsiderate or dangerous players will be banned. 
We don't allow the use of arms, elbows, or hands against other players however shoulders are permitted to jostle for the ball. NO shoulder barging is allowed. Any players shoving opponents will be banned. Be careful when challenging players for the ball. Goalkeepers should be careful not to collide with the goal posts when saving the ball. Don't repeatedly hack at opponents in an attempt to get the ball - you'll probably end up kicking the player more than the ball & this is unacceptable. Don't raise your foot above waist height to reach a ball or to score a goal - you may end up kicking a player.
Clothing & Equipment

Those wearing glasses are advised to consider wearing contact lenses, and those wearing watches, piercings, earrings, jewelry and other valuables MUST remove them before playing. You are responsible for ensuring that your footwear is appropriate but it is recommended that you wear purpose made boots with moulded tags. It is also advised to wear shin pads as this part of your leg is prone to being kicked or tagged due to the nature of the game. Make sure that your valuables are well protected in a bag so that they aren't damaged if a stray ball hits it. You must accept full responsibility for damage and loss to yourself and your property.

In an Emergency

If there is an emergency situation at any time you're on the grounds then you should leave the grounds and assemble at the front entrance across from the gym.
